PETITION FOR JUDICIAL REVIEW

NOW COMES Candidate-Petitioner, TEDORA BROWN, [“Candidate”] by and
through her undersigned counsel, pursuant to 10 ILCS 5/10-10.1(a), and files this
Petition for Judicial Review against Blanca Souders (Objector); the State Officers
Electoral Board [“Electoral Board” or “Board”]; and its members - Laura K Donahue
(Chair), Rick S. Terven (Vice Chair), Jennifer M. Ballard (Member), Cristina D. Cray
(Member), Tonya L. Genovese (Member), Catherine S. McCrory (Member), Jack Vrett
(Member), and Casandra B. Watson (Member). As grounds, Candidate-Petitioner states

as follows:



1. Candidate is a resident and registered voter in the 11th US Congressional District
in the State of Illinois, and the Candidate whose nomination papers for the office of
Representative in US Congress for the 11th Congressional District of the State of Illinois,
to be voted at the general primary election to be held on March 17, 2026, were objected
to, and the Candidate who appeared before the State Board of Election sitting as the
State Officers Electoral Board for the hearing and passing upon the Objector’s Petition..

2. Candidate was the Respondent before the Electoral Board and has been
aggrieved by the decision of the Electoral Board in that the Electoral Board’s decision
was adverse to her candidacy and the Candidate’s name was ordered to be stricken and
removed from the ballot as a candidate for the office of Representative in US Congress
for the 11th Congressional District of the State of Illinois, to be voted at the general
primary election to be held on March 17, 2026, ruling that the Candidate’s nomination
papers were 1 signature short of the minimum required to be placed on the ballot. A
copy of the Electoral Board’s Decision is attached hereto and incorporated herein and
identified as “Exhibit A”.

3. Respondent Blanca Souders was the Objector to the Candidate’s nomination
papers in the matter that went before the Electoral Board.

4. Respondent Electoral Board is a statutory entity with the power to determine the
validity of nomination papers pursuant to the objection procedures set forth in Article

10 of the Election Code.



5. Respondents Laura K Donahue (Chair), Rick S. Terven (Vice Chair), Jennifer M.
Ballard (Member), Cristina D. Cray (Member), Tonya L. Genovese (Member), Catherine
S. McCrory (Member), Jack Vrett (Member), and Casandra B. Watson (Member) are the
members of the Electoral Board, and the members who made the decision in this matter.

6. The Objector alleged in her Objector’s Petition, inter alia, that:

1. Signers of certain signatures that appeared on the Candidate’s nomination
papers were not registered to vote at their stated address. (Board Records).

7. More specifically, the Objector’s petition, as to the (3) following signatures that
appeared on the Candidate’s nomination papers, alleged, only that the signers of those
signatures are not registered to vote at their stated address:

1. Sheet 29, Line 5 - Identified in the Board’s Decision as Exhibit A-8
2. Sheet 98, Line 2 - Identified in the Board's Decision as Exhibit A-14
3. Sheet 98, Line 3 - Identified in the Board's Decision as Exhibit A-15

8. In response, the Candidate obtained certified voter registration of those signers
from the DuPage County Clerk’s office and submitted them (and the board accepted
them) as evidence to show that those signers were registered to vote at their stated
addresses. The identified sheets and the voter registrations are attached to this petition
and identified as group Exhibit B. (Also present in the Boards records to be filed).

9. In the Electoral Board’s Decision, entered on January 08, 2026, (see Exhibit A),
the Electoral Board sustained the Objector’s petition as to the (3) signatures identified

above for reasons different from what the Objector alleged in her Petition.
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10. The Decision of the Electoral Board should be reversed as a matter of law (to be
further briefed) because:
1. An Objector’s Petition, once filed, may not be amended;
2. An Objector bears and must carry the burden of their own objections; and
3. Absent a showing of fraud, a board cannot sustain an Objector’s Petition
for reasons not stated or plead in the Objector’s petition.
WHEREFORE, TEDORA BROWN, Candidate-Petitioner, pray that this Petition for
Judicial Review be granted, and that this court enter its judgment:

a. Reversing the decision of the Electoral Board as to the identified signatures, and
ordering that the name, TEDORA BROWN, be printed on the ballot as a
candidate of the Republican Party for the office of Representative in US Congress
for the 11th Congressional District of the State of Illinois, to be voted at the
general primary election to be held on March 17, 2026.

b. And for such other relief as the court deems fair, just, and proper.

The State Board of Elections, sitting as the duly constituted State Officers Electoral Board,
and having convened on January 8, 2026, at 69 W. Washington, Chicago, Illinois, and via
videoconference at 2329 S. MacArthur Blvd., Springfield, Illinois and having heard and
considered the objections filed in the above-titled matter, hereby determines and finds that:

1. The State Board of Elections has been duly and legally constituted
as the State Officers Electoral Board pursuant to Sections 10-9 and
10-10 of the Election Code (10 ILCS 5/10-9 and 5/10-10) for the
purpose of hearing and passing upon the objections filed in this
matter and as such, has jurisdiction in this matter.

2. On November 10, 2025, Blanca Souders timely filed an objection to
the nomination papers of Tedora Brown, Republican Party
candidate for the office of Representative in Congress for the 11"
Congressional District of Illinois.

3. A call for the hearing on said objection was duly issued and was
served upon the Members of the Board, the Objector, and the
Candidate by registered mail as provided by statute unless waived.

4. On November 18, 2025, the State Officers Electoral Board voted to
adopt the Rules of Procedure, and a hearing officer was assigned to
consider arguments and evidence in this matter.

On November 20, 2025, Candidate filed Candidate’s Motion to
Strike and Dismiss Objector’s Petition. On November 24, 2025,
Objector filed Objector’s Response to Candidate’s Motion to Strike
and Dismiss Objector’s Petition. Candidate did not file a reply.

On November 21, 2025, a records examination was conducted by
the staff of the State Board of Elections. Candidate collected a total
of 1,018 signatures. There were 337 line objections reviewed by
State Board of Elections staff. Of those lines reviewed, 231 of the
objections were sustained, and 106 were overruled. At the
conclusion of the records examination, Candidate had 787 wvalid
signatures, which is 12 under the statutory minimum per Section 7-
10(b) of the Election Code.

On November 26, 2025, Candidate filed their Rule 9 Motion, timely
moving for a Rule 9 Hearing seeking to rehabilitate 22 signatures.
The motion attached voter registration records from the McHenry
County Clerk and DuPage County Clerk but no records from the
Will County Clerk.

On November 26, 2025, Candidate filed a motion seeking a Rule 9
subpoena to the Will County Clerk for voter records. The subpoena
was issued the same day.

The Rule 9 Motion Period concluded on November 26, 2025.

On November 29, 2025, Objector’s Response to Candidate’s Rule 9
Motion was filed.

Rule of Procedure 9(g)(3) provides: “Evidence offered to refute the
staff ruling, including affidavits, but excluding oral testimony that
will be presented at a hearing after the evidentiary deadline, must be
submitted in accordance with Rule 6 to the Board or the Hearing
Officer with a copy provided to the opposing party no later than 5:00
p.m. on the last day of the Rule 9 Motion Period, unless extended
by the Board for good cause shown.”

Records from the Will County Clerk responsive to the November
26, 2025, subpoena were received and filed in the Petition and
Objection Portal on December 2, 2025.

On December 11, 2025, an evidentiary hearing was held before the
Hearing Officer. During the hearing, Parties proffered evidence,
testimony, and argument before the Hearing Officer, and in
consideration thereof, the Hearing Officer made the following
determinations:

A. Evidence proffered by Candidate to rehabilitate 8 signatures
with records from the Will County Clerk was untimely
without good cause shown for the untimeliness, and
therefore, rejected. Candidate’s motions to rehabilitate those
signatures are denied.

B. Candidate withdrew her motion to rehabilitate 2 signatures,
and therefore, Candidate’s motions to rehabilitate those 2
signatures are denied.

C. Objector’s objection to lack of foundation of Candidate’s
evidence be sustained and, therefore, Candidate’s motion to
rehabilitate 1 signature is denied.

D. Candidate failed to meet her burden of proof as to 5
signatures and, therefore, Candidate’s motions to
rehabilitate 5 signatures are denied.

E. Candidate established the validity of 6 signers’ signatures by
a preponderance of the evidence and, therefore, Candidate’s
motions to rehabilitate 6 signatures are granted.

The Board’s appointed Hearing Officer issued a recommended
decision in this matter after reviewing all matters in the record,
including arguments and/or evidence tendered by the parties.

On December 18, 2025, Candidate’s Motion for Exceptions to
Hearing Officer’s Findings and Recommendation (“‘Candidate’s
Exceptions”) was filed.

On January 7, 2026, the Board heard this matter. The Board
determined by a vote of the members that Candidate established
good cause under Rule 9(g)(3) for the delinquently filed Rule 9
evidence from the Will County Clerk to attempt to rehabilitate 8
signatures struck during the conduct of the November 21, 2025,
records examination.

After hearing arguments on January 7, 2026, the Board continued
this matter to January 8, 2026

On January 7, 2026, Board Staff conducted a review of Candidate’s
Rule 9 evidence from the Will County Clerk and submitted a
recommendation to grant Candidate’s Rule 9 Motion as to 4 of the
signatures at issue and to deny Candidate’s Rule 9 Motion as to 4 of
the signatures at issue.
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19.

Upon consideration of this matter, the Board adopts in part and
rejects in part the findings of fact, conclusions of law, and
recommendations of the Hearing Officer and the General Counsel
and finds that:

A.

As Objector’s petition is devoid of detailed bases, facts or
allegations in support of the objection to the form, content,
heading, and size of Candidate’s petition sheets, this allegation
does not satisfy the pleading requirements of Section 10-8 of the
Election Code and is stricken as requested in Candidate’s
Motion to Strike and Dismiss.

The remainder of Candidate’s Motion to Strike and Dismiss is
denied, as Objector’s petition contains sufficient detail as to the
allegations related to individual signature line objections and
satisfies the pleading requirements of Section 10-8 of the
Election Code.

Regarding Paragraph 2 of Candidate’s Exceptions, under Rule
of Procedure 9(g)(3), Candidate demonstrated good cause for
the untimely submission of Rule 9 evidence from the Will
County Clerk, which was sufficient to rehabilitate 4 signatures
struck during the conduct of the November 21, 2025, records
exam, specifically: (a) Page 13, Line 2; (b) Page 15, Line 5; (c)
Page 65, Line 2; and (d) Page 117, Line 3.

Regarding Paragraph 3 of Candidate’s written exception, the
Board overruled the Hearing Officer’s denial of Candidate’s
Rule 9 motion as to Candidate’s Rule 9 Exhibit A-16 and the
signature on page 100, line 4 of Candidate’s nomination papers.
The Board concurred with the Hearing Officer’s rulings on the
remaining 3 signatures identified within Paragraph 3 of
Candidate’s Exceptions: A-8, A-14, and A-15.

As to the remainder of Candidate’s Exceptions, the arguments
made are insufficiently explained and/or contrary to the Rules of
Procedure.

Following the conduct of the records examination, Rule 9
hearing, and evaluation of Candidate’s Rule 9 evidence from the
Will County Clerk by Board staff, and argument on Candidate’s
Exceptions: Candidate collected and filed 798 valid signatures
within her nomination papers, which is 1 signature below the
minimum number of 799 required under Section 7-10(b) of the
Election Code to qualify her for access to the ballot as a
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Republican candidate for the office of Representative in
Congress for the 11th Congressional District of Illinois.

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Candidate’s Motion to Strike and Dismiss is GRANTED IN
PART and DENIED IN PART as set forth in Paragraph 19, and the objection of Blanca Souders
to the nomination papers of Tedora Brown, Republican Party candidate for nomination to the office
of Representative in Congress for the 11" Congressional District of Illinois, is SUSTAINED based
on the findings contained in Paragraph 19 above, and the name of the Candidate Tedora Brown

SHALL NOT be certified for the March 17, 2026, General Primary Election ballot.
